__  Garden hose (siphoning & firefighting)

Cooking:

__  Manual can opener

__  Paper plates & eating utensils

__  Camp stove & fuel (Do Not use indoors)

Shelter/Clothing:

__  Cold weather clothing

__  Sturdy shoes (keep by bed)

__  One complete change of clothing

__  Hat (rain, sun, cold protection)

__  Sleeping bags/blankets

__  Plastic sheeting or tarps

__  Copies of key personal documents

      (Birth certificates, property deeds, credit cards, insurance policies, etc.)

__  Plastic tape, pen & paper

__  Seeing and hearing aids

Home and Family Preparation:
__  Create a family communications plan, including an out-of-state person to contact

__  Learn how and where to shut off utilities (electricity, gas, water)

__  Strap water heater to studs in wall or floor 

__  Secure heavy furniture, esp. bookshelves, to wall studs

__  Provide strong support & flexible connections on gas appliances
